Our book for this month is How Do I Stand In Your
Shoes, By Susan DeBell, Ph.D. THE FOCUS IS TO
LEARN EMPATHY. Understanding the feelings of
others is a complex social skill that requires practice.
Learning how to stand in someone else’s shoes can help
prevent unhealthy social behaviors.

THE STORY: Miranda, the main character in the book,
does not understand the feelings or difficulties of the
other students in her class. In frustration, Miranda
responds by being impatient, angry and using put-
downs. Following the advice of wise and caring adults
to learn to stand in someone else’s shoes, she asks her
neighbor for help. Her neighbor explains that she needs
to show empathy.

As parents, what can we do?
= Take every opportunity to notice, name and celebrate

empathetic behaviors!

* Guide your child as they practice both giving and
receiving empathy.

= Help create an environment where your child feels
both cared for and cared about!

= Up-standers take a stand against what is wrong.
Stand Up for what you believe in!
